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BEFORE FIRST USE

Remove all packaging

Take the remote control out of its packaging (with the instruction
manual) and remove the plastic tab to activate the battery

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USING YOUR FAN

Plug into a mains socket and turn on the power. The fan on indicator
(15) will illuminate.

Press the On/Off button (14) to turn on the fan.

Press the fan speed button on the control panel (12) or the fan
speed button on the remote control (19) to increase the speed.

4. To stop the fan press the On/Off button.

Oscillation

1. Press the oscillating button on the control panel (8) or the remote
control (17), the oscillating indicator (9) will illuminate on the control
panel.

2. The fan will rotate to the left and right.

3. To stop oscillation press the oscillating button on the control panel
or the remote control.

4. The vertical angle can be changed manually by tilting the fan

upwards/downwards.

USING YOUR FAN

Dimming the Indicators

1. Press the dimmer button on the control panel (10) or the remote
control (20), the dimmer indicator (11) will illuminate on the control
panel and the brightness of the indicators will be reduced.

2. Press the dimmer button on the control panel (10) or the remote
control (20) again, to resume full brightness of the indicators.

Using the Timer

1. Press the time selector button on the control panel (6) or the time
selector button on the remote control (21) to select 1 hour, the Th
indicator (7) will illuminate.

2. Press the time selector button again to increase to 2 hours. The Th
indicator will go out and the 2h indicator will illuminate (repeat as
above to reach 3h & 4h).

3. The fan will stop automatically when the time selected has lapsed.

Note: The fan can be used for a maximum of 4 hours on the timer.
Nature/Sleep Modes

1. Press the nature/sleep button on the control panel (4) or the nature/
sleep button on the remote control (18) to select nature or sleep, the
nature or sleep indicator (5) will illuminate.

2. Both nature and sleep modes have varying speed cycles that
cannot be changed:
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USING YOUR FAN

Nature mode: The speed will vary mimicking a natural breeze.
Sleep mode: The speed is fixed at a gentle varying breeze and
the lights will be off. The fan speed button (12) will be disabled.

CARE & CLEANING

Always unplug the appliance before cleaning.

The front cover (3) can be removed to access the blades for
cleaning by removing the securing screws located at the back
of the fan.
