•	Don’t use on a surface that is damaged, uneven or incorrectly fitted.
•	The brushbar in the powered floorhead constantly rotates when activated.  

Never use on one spot for any prolonged period of time as this may damage the 
floor surface.

Do’s
•	Always check suitability with the manufacturer of your flooring prior to using the 

machine.
•	Only VAX ONEPWR batteries and chargers should be used with this machine.  

See page 18 for the full list of models.
•	Always stand the charger on a stable, level surface, uncovered and away from any 

heat source.
•	Always protect the charger power cord from heated surfaces and open flames.
•	Only VAX ONEPWR recommended tools and accessories should be used with  

this machine.
•	Always remove the battery from the machine before carrying out any maintenance 

or if storing unused for a long period of time. 
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•	Keep all openings clear, free from debris and don’t overfill the dirt container as this 
may affect the airflow/suction. 

•	Turn off all controls on the machine before disconnecting or connecting the battery.
•	Only use the machine indoors on dry surfaces and keep the area you’re cleaning 

well lit. 
•	This appliance can be used by children from 8 years and above and persons  

with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and 
knowledge if they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the 
appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play 
with the appliance.

•	Keep fingers, hair and loose clothing away from moving parts and openings whilst 
using the machine.

cords may overheat. Care should be taken to arrange the extension cord as it can  
be a trip hazard. 

•	Take extra care when using the machine on the stairs. 
•	Always test on an inconspicuous area of the flooring first. 
•	Always make sure the separator and filter are fitted correctly before using your 

machine and only use the machine with the filter and separator in place. 
•	Always check the powered floorhead and accessories are free from damage, dirt 

and debris before using. 
•	This machine doesn’t stay upright without constant support. Between uses, lie flat 

on the floor in a suitable location so that it doesn’t become a trip hazard or can be  
stepped on.

Battery Safety Precautions
•	Replace the battery with a VAX ONEPWR battery only. Use of another battery may 

present a risk of fire or explosion. 
•	Do not attempt to disassemble the battery, remove any component projecting from 

the battery terminals and do not dispose of in a fire. The battery and charger have 
no user serviceable parts. Fire or injury may result. 

•	Prior to disposal, protect exposed terminals with heavy insulating tape to prevent 
shorting. The battery is to be disposed of safely at your local battery recycling centre.

Attaching the wall mount

Without the handheld attached to the
reach wand and powered floorhead, 
push the wall mount onto the top and 
back of the reach wand.

Choose a location for the machine to be 
stored. Stand the powered floorhead 
and wand against the wall, ensuring the 
powered floorhead is flat on the floor.

Holding the wall mount securely against 
the wall, make a small mark for each 
screw. Secure the wall mount to the 
wall using the wall plugs and screws. 

The tools can be fitted onto the wall 
mount.

Fully assemble the machine and firmly 
press the machine into the wall mount 
to secure. Always ensure the machine 
is securely locked into place.

Charging the battery

Plug the charger into the mains. 

When fully charged, press and hold the 
side buttons and slide the charger off 
the battery to remove.

Slide the battery on to the charger.

Charging light indicators

ERROR
Charge/battery fault.

CHARGING DELAY
Battery pack is too hot or too cold.

The battery lights will flash white to 
indicate the battery is charging. The 
battery lights will illuminate in turn until 
all four lights are illuminated and the 
battery is charged. When fully charged 
the lights will go out.

To check the battery charge 
level press the battery symbol.

Place your foot on the powered floorhead.
Pull the handle backwards to recline.

To remove the battery press both the 
buttons to release.

Slide the battery into the machine until it 
clicks into place.

WARNING: The brushbar in the powered floorhead constantly rotates when activated. Never use 
the powered floorhead on one spot for an extended period of time as the brushbar may damage 
the surface. Always turn the brushbar off when cleaning hard floors. To prevent any damage being 
sustained, test on an inconspicuous area of the flooring/surface first.

Press the brushbar on/off button to 
switch the brushbar in the powered 
floorhead on.

Press the boost button to increase the 
suction for particularly dirty areas.

Wait 1 
minute before refitting the powered floorhead tool, switch the machine on and press the brushbar	
ON/OFF button.

When less than 20% charge is remaining 
the low battery indicator will flash white 
indicating the battery is running low and 
charging is required.

Removing and refitting the dirt container

Emptying the dirt container

WARNING: Always remove the battery before carrying out any maintenance or troubleshooting. 

CAUTION: Don’t over fill the dirt container to avoid blocking the air flow through the machine.
For best cleaning results, empty the dirt container after every use.

Press the dirt container release 
button and pull the dirt container 
handle to remove.

To refit the dirt bin, slot the tab on the machine into the indent on the base of the dirt 
container and push back until it clicks onto place.

Hold the dirt container over a bin and 
press the dirt release button to allow dirt 
and debris to fall out.

To close, push the dirt release door until 
it clicks into place.

Cleaning the filter and separator

Push the tab on the lid of the dirt container and lift the cover to access the filter.

Refit the separator making sure that the 
tab on the separator fits into the groove 
on the dirt container.

Lift the filter and separator from the 
dirt container.

Tap the separator over a bin to remove 
dirt and debris and wipe over the metal 
shroud with a dry cloth.

Pull the tab on the filter to remove from 
the separator.

Tap the filter against the bin to remove 
any dirt and debris.

Wash the filter under running water 
(40°C max). Leave for at least 24hrs or 
until fully dry before replacing.

Removing and cleaning the brushbar

Pull the brushbar out from the 
brushbar housing.

To remove any threads or hair, slide the 
blade of a pair of scissors into the groove 
on the brushbar and cut along the groove.

Clear any dirt/debris from the end 
caps and inside the housing of the 
powered floorhead.

Using a coin, push and turn the brushbar lock anticlockwise to release the brushbar.Press the powered floorhead release 
button to remove the powered floorhead 
from the wand.

Refit the brushbar into the powered 
floorhead. Align the arrow on the 
brushbar cover so it points north, firmly 
push and twist clockwise to lock. 

NOTE: If the brushbar has been obstructed, the brushbar motor protection sensor may activate.
The brushbar will stop and the machine may switch off. To reset remove the tool from the reach 
wand/handheld and clear any obstruction. Wait 1 min before refitting. Once refitted switch the 
machine on and select a floor selector button to reactivate the brushbar.

Check and clear any dirt and 
debris from the dirt container and 
handheld inlet.

Press the dirt container release button 
and remove the dirt container.

Check the powered floorhead for any 
blockages and use a blunt object to 
remove the blockage.

To test for a blockage in the reach wand, 
drop a small ball of paper into the wand. 
The paper will drop through if the wand 
is clear. Use a broom handle or similar 
blunt object to remove any blockage.

Why does the machine have no power?
• �	The battery is not fitted correctly. See Operation page 9.
• �	The battery has no charge. See Charging the battery page 8.
• �	The motor thermostat may have tripped. Empty the dirt container and check for blockages. Clean the filters and allow the 
		 �	 machine to cool for approximately 1 hour. If you have washed the filters, wait 24 hours to fully dry before placing back on 
	 �		 the machine. See Cleaning the filter and separator page 13.
• �	The brushbar motor sensor in the powered floorhead has been activated. To reset remove the powered floorhead/tool from the 

reach wand/handheld and clear any obstruction. Wait 1 minute before refitting the powered floorhead, switch the machine on and 
press the brushbar ON/OFF button to reactivate the brushbar. See Operation page 10.

Why won’t the machine pick up?
• �	The dirt container may not be fitted correctly. See Removing and refitting the dirt container page 12.

• �	The dirt container may be full or blocked. Check the dirt container and handheld inlet for blockages.
