4 Suitable cookware

Cookware that is suitable for induction cooking must
have a ferromagnetic base, i.e. it must be attracted by
a magnet.

If cookware is not detected on a cooking
zone, place this on the cooking zone with the next
smallest diameter.

4.1 Size and characteristics of the cookware

To be able correctly detect the cookware, you must
take the size and the material of the cookware into con-
sideration. All cookware bases must be perfectly flat
and smooth.
