To avoid damage to the appliance, only add special

salt to the dispenser for special salt just before the

programme starts.

2. On initial start-up: Fill the dispenser right up with
water.

1. Press the catch on the lid
of the dispenser for rinse
aid @ and lift @.

Adding detergent /\

Rust spots on cutlery.

Cutlery is not sufficiently rust-resistant. Knife blades are often
more severely affected.
> Use rustresistant tableware.

Cutlery may also rust if washed together with rusting items.
> Do not wash rusting items.

Detergent residue is
present in the detergent
dispenser or the tablet
collecting tray.

Spray arms were blocked by tableware so detergent was not

rinsed out.

> Check that the spray arms are not blocked and can rotate
freely.

Al LEDs light up or flash
or the rinse programme
does not continue run-
ning.

Electronics have detected a fault.
> Press the main switch button for approx. 4 seconds.
The appliance is reset and restarted.
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
