Once the seat of the High 
Kings of Ireland, this archaeological and spiritual site boasts sweeping views across the Meath countryside and 
remains one of the country’s most iconic heritage landmarks.

Also nearby, Bective Abbey, founded in the 12th century by the Cistercian monks, stands in serene ruins along 
the River Boyne. Its striking stone cloisters and peaceful setting make it a favourite spot for photographers, 
history lovers, and those seeking a quiet escape steeped in heritage.
