


Beechwood Avenue is a mature residential development of just 50
residential units built in the 1970’s. No 171 is an extended 3 bedroom
end terraced residence (circa 89 sq. m./958 sq. ft.) with a newly fitted oil
burner and walls pumped with insulation. It is presented in good
condition throughout with off-street parking to the front and a large
walled in rear garden with a block-built workshop which benefits from
electricity.

The property is only a short walk from the Town Centre which contains
schools, church, pubs, restaurants, banks and for the shopping
enthusiast Penney's, T.K. Maxx, Dunne's Stores, Tesco, D.I.D. electric,
Woodies, Newbridge Silverware and Whitewater Shopping Centre with
70 retail outlets, food court and cinema. Commuters have the benefit of
the M7 Motorway, bus route and train service. Local amenities include
horse riding, GAA, soccer, golf, swimming, leisure centres, rugby,
canoeing, fishing and racing in the Curragh, Naas and Punchestown.
