SOCIAL STUDIES FACULTY
The Social Studies Faculty is made up of a team of 9 specialist teachers who are all extremely supportive and open to new ideas.  There is a wealth of experience within the faculty.  They all deliver courses across Key Stage (3) 4 and 5 in their various specialisms which included Psychology, Sociology, Health and Social Care and Child Development as well as RE, Law and Government and Politics.
The faculty is well equipped with interactive whiteboards, data projectors and computers.  Key Stage 4 students are taught in mixed ability groups.  As we have a two year Key Stage 3, students in Years 9, 10 and 11 follow level 1 / 2 courses in BTEC Health and Social Care and Cambridge National in Child Development as well as GCSE Sociology and GCSE RE.
In the Sixth Form, the subject departments offer a range of courses including A-Level Sociology, Psychology, Politics and Law as well as BTEC Applied Law and Health & Social Care.  All the courses are extremely successful with a 100% pass rate.  The students on the BTEC Health and Social Care course have the opportunity to go out on numerous work placements and this assists them in deciding the direction of their future career.

Whenever possible we encourage the students to attend conferences not only to broaden their knowledge but to give them the experience of lectures in preparation for university.  We provide an extremely supportive department for the students and there are many opportunities for them to receive extra assistance with their work or to improve their examination technique.
