THE RESORT’S NEW PROJECTS FOR 2019

accommodation. The 2019 season will be marked by the addition of a new four-star, 

150-room hotel, which will be located in the Far West hotel complex.  
 

This hotel will supplement the 2100 rooms already distributed over the five themed 

hotels of PortAventura World due to the upward trend experienced in recent years.  A 

new occupancy record was registered last season: 1.1 million room nights as a result of 

one out of every three visitors to PortAventura World staying at the resort's hotels. 
 

2019 is also when PortAventura Park’s new attraction will see the light of day, in a 

manner of speaking, as this will actually be the Park’s first Dark Ride, and it will be 

located in SésamoAventura, the area created especially for our younger visitors. The 

attraction, suitable for all family members, will star the famous Sesame Street 

characters.
