Children who may forget 
their PE kit do not feel left 
out and will be able to 
participate in lessons and 
extra curriculum activities. 

 

Due to COVID this year the 
children have been coming 
to school in their PE kits 
which has resulted in less 
children being without kit 
than normal. However, the 
kit has been used for those 
who havenôt come to school 
in kit which has meant that 
they havenôt missed out or 
felt excluded.

Due to COVID we have had 
to purchase more equipment 
than usual this year as 
bubbles have not been able 
to share equipment like they 
usually would. Due to sports 
leaders not being able to mix 
bubbles we has not been 
able to collect data on which 
children are using the 
equipment.

However, staff have 
commented on how having a 
lot more equipment has 
really benefited them 
achieving the active minutes 
with all year groups reporting 
an increase in activity due to 
the equipment.

to increase awareness of how 
active the school is at any 
given time ï this visibility to 
children, teachers, parents 
ensures that the school takes

A baseline can be taken 
when they are first used and 
then monitored regularly to 
measure the impact.  

 

A trial has been set up in 
one year group and since 
using the Moki bands, the 
childrenôs scores have been 
improving each week. The 
first week after the baseline, 
the childrenôs average MVP 
has gone up 87% It has 
been really helpful to spot
