Year 5: will build on the work 

in year 4 focusing on the 

role of commitment in marriage 

and holy orders 

whilst exploring the challenges 

facing people who 

make life-long commitments. 

 

Year 6: will be exploring 

their own role within the 

Church and how the sacraments 

are there to support 

them live out their 

mission.
