Our new sheds will be arriving next week and the first non-uniform day just after that. The types of things we 
are looking for are as follows: pots and pans, bags and cases, dressing up outfits, buggies (full size or toy 
size), small world toys (cars, trains, character toys, McDonalds type plastic characters), sheets, blankets, rugs, 
crates, planks of wood, old keyboards/mobile phones, garden chairs, tents, instruments,… basically anything 
that children could make a game from using their imagination.
