Writing- 
The children will take part in fiction writing this half term. We will be using ‘The Boy who swam with Piranhas’ as our main class story and using this to write our own narrative. In grammar lessons we will focus on using fronted adverbials, repetition, ellipsis and paragraphs to aid cohesion. In punctuation lessons, we will focus on using capital letters, full stops, semicolons, colons and dashes.

Reading- The children will take time completing comprehensions linking the genre of writing that we will be concentrating on in that week. 
Phonics- This will happen daily linking to their spellings each week. We will continue to have a spellings test every Friday. 
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General Information

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This half the term the children will be focusing on; place value of numbers to 10 million comparing numbers within 10 million, rounding numbers to the nearest ten, hundred and thousand, estimation using rounding, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. We will also be working on improving our reasoning and problem solving skills as well as looking at examples of SATS questions.  
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Science: This half term we will continue our work on the topic ‘electricity. We will: 
· associate the brightness of a lamp or the volume of a buzzer with the number and voltage of cells used in the circuit
· compare and give reasons for variations in how components function, including the brightness of bulbs, the loudness of buzzers and the on/off position of switches
· use recognised symbols when representing a simple circuit in a diagram.
