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	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
The children will be encouraged to talk about their own feelings and emotions, and to recognise different emotions in others.
Through the story of the Ginger Bread Man we will investigate the different thoughts and feelings of the characters and how they behave. We will begin to understanding how our own actions affect other people and the consequences they may have.
We will be focussing on behavioural expectations and the rules we have in the classroom and in the school and why it is important to have rules
They will also have opportunities to develop their confidence through participation in ‘News time’ and ‘I wonder’ activities.

	Communication, Language and Literacy
The children will read and do activities linked to the story of the Ginger Bread Man.  They will act out the story taking on the roles of the different characters.  They will talk about and write about the Gingerbread man what they think happened and why, what could have happened instead.  Children will also make up their own Ginger Bread Man adventures and story maps.
In addition they will;
· Hear and say the initial sounds in words and begin to look at letter sounds, names and actions.
· Begin to read and write key words and simple short sentences.
· Recognise and write their own name.

	Mathematical Development
The children will be taking part in daily maths activities- talking about what day it is today and the date.  Learning about different times of the day and what happens in school.  Counting how many children are in school, having dinners etc.
In addition they will;
· Recognise and recreate simple repeated patterns.
· Join in with rote counting to 10 and beyond.
· Count up to a given amount of objects saying one number name for each item.
· Develop recognition of numerals.
· Begin to use mathematical names for 2d shapes.
· Select and use shapes.

	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
The children will learn about ‘our body’ through the story of the Ginger Bread Man.  We will investigate what our bodies can do, name and label parts of the body and our facial features.  We will begin to learn about our 5 senses and carry out different experiments to explore what our senses can do.
The children will begin to investigate the outdoor area and will be introduced to our new Forest School area.  Children will start to look at the changes to the environment linked to our work on seasons.

	Physical Development
The children begin to learn about the rules and routines of being in the hall. The children will learn about the changes that happen when they exercise and why it is important to exercise and eat a healthy diet.
Linked to the story the Ginger Bread Man we will explore different ways of moving using body parts and travelling over, under and through PE equipment.

	Creative Development
The children will produce art work using a range of body parts and materials linked to our work on ourselves.  They will begin to explore colours, textures, patterns and shape linked to our story.  
The children will also produce artwork linked to the topic of Autumn.  They will talk about and investigate colours in the environment.
They will sing simple songs from memory, such as harvest, body parts and action songs.

	Curriculum Drivers
