KS1 Standard Assessment Tasks  

In May Y2 pupils take part in the Statutory Assessments that are required by the Govern-

ment. I thought it would be timely just to reassure you that the assessments are carried 
out as part of a normal school day and spread out over a few weeks. We prepare the chil-

dren by showing them assessments that look similar beforehand, in a very low key way. 
The assessments form part of the information that the teachers use to make an end of year 

judgment as to whether your child has met the expectation for the end of the Key Stage. 
This will be communicated to you in their annual report at the end of term. Please be sensi-
tive with this assessment information when communicating with your child, please focus on 

their successes and next steps in learning. As a parent you donôt need to do anything other 
than make sure your child has excellent attendance and you support your child with their
