Neoclassicism and Romanticism ςYear 3
Impressionism ςYear 2
Post Impressionism ςYear 1
20th Century - Reception



Art movements were placed against periods of time in 
British History.

Gothic painting  - began 1200 (Normans)
Renaissance ς1300 ς1700 (Tudors/ Stuarts)
Baroque and Rococo ς1600 ς1780 (Stuarts/ Georgians)
Neoclassicism and Romanticism ς1750-1850 
(Georgians/Victorians)
Impressionism 1850 ς1900 (Victorians)
Post Impressionism ς1885 ς1910 (Victorians)

Frida Kahlo

ÅFrida Kahlo was born on the 6th July, 1907 in Mexico City.

ÅAt an early age she developed polio which meant that one of her legs 
was slightly longer and thinner than the other.

ÅFrida Kahlo was a Mexican painter. 

ÅShe is best known for her work showing women and experiences 
relating to women, and for her self portraits, often painted in naïve or 
primitive style.

ÅYŀƘƭƻΩǎ work was strongly influenced by Mexican culture. Her paintings 
often had monkeys in them, a widely used Mexican motif, which she 
used to symbolize protection and tenderness.

ÅThe painting we focused on was a self portrait where she was wearing a 
thorn necklace and had a hummingbird hanging from the necklace
