Uniform

Trousers-we do not allow canvas trousers/dark 
denim, leggings or absolute skin tight trousers.  A 
range of appropriate styled trousers are available in 
most uniform suppliers, large supermarkets and 
other high street suppliers. To help clarify our school 
rules, please see the supporting images to clarify this 
matter.

It is important that, as parents begin to plan for next year's uniform, you are fully aware of the standards expected. 

¶ Make-up and hairstyles  

Make up is not permitted in school, this includes nail varnish and fake nails. Extreme hairstyles and colours are not allowed. Lines shaved into hair 
or very short shaved hair are also not permitted.  Parents are urged to support the school with this as maintaining high standards in uniform and 
personal grooming are closely linked to maintaining high levels of academic achievement.  The Governing Body are fully aware of these concerns 
and have themselves, passed on concern recently regarding the standards. 

¶ Other cosmetics 

Pupils should not bring cosmetics into school particularly if they are of a spray/canister nature.  Pupils can expect to have any such material 
confiscated.

Pam Roberts, Phoenix Coordinator, said: "The Fire and Rescue Service has a powerful draw for young people which gives 
us the opportunity to try and influence behaviour. The Phoenix project offers a unique experience to build on qualities we 
as a Service work towards such as respect, communication and trust. Skills learnt during the week are demonstrated at a 
ceremony of achievement with attendance of a Principal Officer, Fire Authority members, parents, guardians and staff 
from the school. The aim of the course is to assist the youngsters in becoming more motivated and positive about 
themselves, which in turn has the effect of making them better citizens. We are hoping that these young people will feel 
that they have gained something positive from the Phoenix project and feel that it will be of benefit to them in the future."  

Miss Henderson, Achievement for All and 
Literacy Champion, organised the event and

They can safely climb up 
ladders, connect hoses to fire hydrants and 
extinguish fires and they had to wear 
breathing apparatus in order to rescue 
casualties (dummies) from burning vehicles. 
One of the most difficult challenges was the

in Mold to practise manoeuvres in small 
spaces with zero visibility; their visors were 
blanked out so that they could not see 
ÁÎÙÔÈÉÎÇ ÁÔ ÁÌÌȢȱYear 9 worked very well 
together and showed a level of dedication and 
reliability which belies their age. They 

practised drill after drill and took part in a type of physical exercise which they were not used to. They had to roll and carry 
wet hoses and they had to carry heavy equipment which is a lot harder than they made it look! Not only that, they had to 
work as part of a team in all sorts of weather and in all sorts of situations wearing full fire-ÆÉÇÈÔÅÒȭÓ ËÉÔ ×ÈÉÃÈ ÉÓ ÖÅÒÙ heavy.
