ATTENDANCE REMINDER

Please be reminded that persistent absenteeism is now recognised as 10%, which means that any child with an attendance
of less than 90% will be classed as a persistent absentee and will be monitored by the Education Welfare Officer. In these
instances the Local Authority may issue a Penalty Notice. Schools will need to ensure that parents are informed of any
attendance concerns at an early stage and therefore you should expect that you will receive an initial communication from
school if your child’s attendance falls under 96%. The initial letter will be to simply make you aware of your child’s attend-
ance level but if concerns persist, then the school may contact you again.

Parents who take a child out of school for term time leave for 6 consecutive sessions (3 days) or more over a 4 week period
which are not authorised by the school under the exceptional circumstances rule may receive a Penalty Notice. Therefore
Penalty Notices will be issued for single event absences of at least 3 consecutive school days or more where these absences
are unauthorised because they are deemed to be neither exceptional or unavoidable.

Each term we analyse how each class is doing and how many children have been able to achieve that sometimes elusive
100% attendance. We know that if your child isn’t in school for a very good reason, we cannot teach them all the curricu-
lum asks them to learn and even small gaps in attendance can make a huge difference to children’s understanding.

As always, our expectations for children and families are high and we look forward to a well attended year in 2018-19 so
that we are supported in doing the very best for your child/ren. Please, please adhere to the school holiday dates when
visiting relatives, planning family events, appointments or holidays and don’t be tempted to book when children should be
learning in school. Thank you for your co-operation.
