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Phase 2

Phase 2 will build on these existing skills that children now possess. children will focus on
listening to the sounds around them and also begin building on their segmenting and
blending skills in letters and sounds. The aims of phase 2 phonics are to:

* develop knowledge and understanding of at least 19 letters;
* practise letter recognition for reading and recall for spelling;
* practise oral blending and segmentation;

» practise blending for reading VC and CVC words;

* |earn VC and CVC words for spelling;

« practise high-frequency common words;

 and develop exposure to two-syllable words for reading.
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Phase 3

This third phase of letters and sounds phonics and introduces twenty-five new graphemes
one at a time. Here, teachers will introduce letter sounds including j, v, w, x Set 7: y, z, zz, qu,
consonant digraphs: ch, sh, th, ng and vowel digraphs and trigraphs: ai, ee, igh, oa, 00, ar, or,
ur, ow, oi, ear, air, ure, er. This phase will aim to teach and support pupils in:

blend and read words containing adjacent consonants;
