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Pupil Premium

Introduction:

The funding was first introduced in April 2011 and since then, has increased from £488 per pupil to £1,320 per pupil from September 2015.  The money is for schools to decide how to use but the focus in our school is to improve the educational attainment and experience for pupil premium children.

It is very important that parents inform school if they fall into any of the following categories in order for school to be able to access the funding which your child and school is entitled to benefit from.  We would like to reassure all parents that your child will not be identified publicly in any way if they receive this funding and that all information collected is kept confidential.  It will not affect your benefit claims in any way.

The pupil premium is additional funding received by schools to raise achievements for pupils.

The pupil premium funding is allocated to children from families in receipt of:

· Working Tax Credit;
· Child Tax Credit with no Working Tax Credit and where the household income is less than £16,190;
· Income support;
· Income based Job Seeker’s Allowance;
· Income based Employment Support Allowance;
· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999;
· Guarantee element of the state pension.


Pupil Premium is also available for schools to claim to benefit:

· Pupils who are looked after or in care;
· Pupils whose parents are in the armed forces.

This is paid at a different rate from the first group.



Pupil Premium Spending 2017-2018

During the financial year 2017-2018, the school received a total of £42,820.00 pupil premium funding. 

Our key priorities are:
· Ensure all children entitled to Pupil Premium support access the curriculum
· Ensure all children entitled to Pupil Premium support can access the extra-curricular provision
· Ensure that the pastoral needs of our most vulnerable children are met to the best of our ability
· Diminish the difference between attainment outcomes in Reading, Writing and Maths – for those receiving Pupil Premium support compared to their peers at KS1 and KS2
· To provide children with high aspirations for their future

This year we aim to continue to ensure that the teaching across the school is highly effective and that all pupils receive high quality day to day teaching by all adults. Through targeted interventions we are working to eliminate the barriers to learning and progress. For pupils who start with lower starting points our aim is to ensure that they make accelerated progress in order to reach their full potential.
