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Teaching and learning within our schools is taught through a cross-curricular manner as we know this enables our children to make connections between their learning and leads to deeper learning experiences. Links are, wherever possible, made between subjects.  However, we recognise that Science, PE need to be taught in a discrete manner - RE is always taught as a discrete subject. 

A guiding theme/question spans the term and teachers use rich and engaging stimuli linked to the theme to immerse the children in the learning.

Every year, the villagers throw a parcel of food into the loch as an offering to appease the monsters living in it. 

Underneath the mystery plotting is Effie, a central character you can really get behind. She's introspective and sometimes lacking in confidence but she's also stubborn and determined. Having spent much of her life resenting a somewhat over-protective mother, the impetus behind her search for the truth of the legend is all tied up with the guilt she feels after her mother disappears. You can't help but root for her.
