HOME LEARNING UPDATE – please read with your child

Home learning – a message for our children:

Well done to everyone for getting to grips with your home learning last week.  Week 2 starts tomorrow, and your teachers have prepared new work for you to do each day, log on to your eschools page tomorrow morning to see what is there for you.

Remember, as well as your learning activities, there is our myON reading page, with lots of different reading materials for you to choose from, and on the SCHOOL LIFE TAB, information and activities for Mental Health and Wellbeing, which will include physical activities for you to do. 

New to support learning at home, Zoom sessions will be starting with with a small group of your classmates, twice a week in alternate weeks.  Your teacher will set these up for you - one near the beginning of the week, and one towards the end; the invite will be sent to your parent/carer email.

If effective, these sessions will continue to take place in alternate weeks.  They are not intended for teaching lessons, but as an opportunity for you to catch-up with your teacher about how your learning is going. It is important that you have a grown-up with you during these sessions, more information for adults is on the attached Zoom Protocol (also saved as an attachment on the CORONAVIRUS page of the school Website).  

Please note that these sessions will only be for children not coming into school. 

Also, to support your home learning, your teacher will be adding more video content onto your page, this is so they can provide explanations and information in a way that is easy for you to follow.

Finally, just to clarify that FEEDBACK FRIDAY is an opportunity for you to show your teacher what you know from your learning. Some of you may benefit from  your parent/carer writing your ideas down, and your teacher looks forward to reading your own words on your learning, where you can. 

Your learning is what you know now that you didn’t know before the lessons in English, Maths and ‘Topic’ that week, and what you have enjoyed most and why. It is really useful for your teacher to have your feedback, so they can keep providing work that helps you learn.   

This Friday Feedback form is the only work that needs to be sent back to your teacher.

Some information for Parents & Carers:   
·      Your child needs to log-in every day, there is daily work for them to complete.
·       Submit their Feedback Friday form (the only work that needs to be returned to their teacher. To do this, either send via the website (messaged or Homework page) or take a photo and email to your child’s class teacher.
·       Three hours work is recommended for infant children (Y1-2), and 4 hours for juniors (Y3-6).

·       Email teachers if you need support or guidance with the work.  They will get back to you, but also are in school teaching so may not be immediate.
·       Keep a look out for the Zoom invite from class teachers.  There is a Zoom Protocol which much be adhered to, please read this prior to your child’s first session. 
-      We have made the decision not to teach lessons via Zoom, as recent advice suggests that this is not the most effective way of teaching primary-aged children.   Our teachers have instead focused on adapting their planning so that it is appropriate to teach at home, a significant task, but we believe will provide our children with the best provision available.  We hugely appreciate your support with home-learning and completely understand the challenges that it may pose.  Please get in touch with class teachers for advice/support (email recommended).  
-      To support teaching and learning Teachers will be adding brief videos of explanations/information to the class pages.  Where they consider appropriate, they will also be providing answers to support you in supporting your child (particularly in maths, which has been widely requested). 
-      Lessons are being uploaded daily, which provides greater structure than in our previous lockdown, and supports the continuous learning of all children, including those that are in school for some of the time.  When not in school, all children are expected to undertake the Home Learning available for that day. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]-      Under the current Government Guidance, and reinforced in an email received on Friday, all children should stay at home when they can.  
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
