Year Group Updates 

Nursery & Reception 
This week Reception have been continued 
their journey to France and Italy where they 
have made a picture of the Eiffel Tower using 
pastels, painted using cooked spaghetti,        
enjoyed eating in the French cafe, made Italian 
food out of playdough, challenging their friends 
using the timers and explored non fiction 
books.    

Year 1 & 2 
In Year 1 and 2 we have been continuing with 
our topic Street Detectives focusing 
on investigating modern houses. The children 
have used the information about modern    
houses to create information leaflets. In Maths 
the children have been working hard using 
number lines to solve missing number        
problems. 

Year 5 
This week Year 5 have been learning about the   
rotation of the sun, earth and moon and how 
they are all relative to one another. They made 
cut out models to show how they all move and 
they learned about how these movements 
cause day and night, months and years. 

In writing lessons, we have been continuing to     
innovate ñAn Alien Encounterò and in maths         
lessons we have been learning about                   
equivalent and improper fractions.
