This year we are extending the dance opportunity to the whole of Year 3 and 4 and this will culminate 

with a Matinee Dance Performance and an Evening Dance Performance on Wednesday 13th March here 

at Pennoweth for all 90 Yr3/4 children to take part.   

The dance will be presented in the ôRoundõ meaning that the children will dance in the middle of the 

Hall with audience all around them. RedYouth will also present a dance for us. Tickets will be on sale 

immediately after half term and a letter with more specific details will also be sent out to Year 3 and 

4 families. We really hope that you enjoy this new venture.  

Dance is such an amazing discipline to be involved in. It is an activity for both boys and girls and when 

boys and girls dance together, the contrast between the way they move adds to the quality of dance. 

All 90 children have been involved in dance sessions with a professional dance teacher for the past 6 

weeks and watching the children grow in self -confidence, fine tune their movements , work as a team, 

develop resilience and, above all, enjoy dancing. Darcy Bussell (of Strictly) recently presented a televi-

sion programme focused upon the health and especially the mental health and wellbeing benefits of 

dance and I feel confident that the experience of dancing in front of an audience ð some for the first 

time ð will provide them with huge benefits and confidence.  

Thank you very much to all those parents who attended the Parents Evenings this week. As ever, we 

have had a really high attendance which, is a clear demonstration that there is such a good partner-

ship between teachers and parents and this is a crucial factor in helping children reach their full po-

tential.  

Have a great half term holiday and a little reminder that children return to school on Tuesday 26th 

February. Monday 25th is a staff training day where we will have the wonderful opportunity to attend 

a conference and workshop, led by a leading expert in teaching children to understand their learning 

more deeply and therefore become more effective learners.

The law requires parents to ensure their children receive an 

efficient full time education, and every minute of every day is 

important.

If an unauthorised leave of absence is taken, this may incur a  

penalty notice being issued under Section 444A and 444B of 

the Education Act 1996.   This carries a fine of £60 if paid 

within 21 days or £120 if paid after this but within 28 

days.  Failure to pay the penalty notice will result in Court ac-

tion  

Unauthorised Late Marks Information  

If your child is arriving late - after the register has closed  at 

9am, it will be coded as a U which, is an unauthorised late mark. 

If your child accrues 10 unauthorised late marks within 100 ses-

sions (10 weeks) you will be committing an offence under the 

Education Act 1996.   

The School may refer the matter to Cornwall Council who may 

decide to take legal action against you., issuing a  penalty notice 

under Section 444A and 444B of the Education Act 1996.   This 

carries a fine of £60 if paid within 21 days or £120 if paid af-

ter this but within 28 days.   Failure to pay the penalty notice 

will result in Court action.  

Persistent absences/unauthorised lates, not authorised by the 

school, may result in a prosecution in the Magistrates Court, 

leading to fines up to £2,500 and / or custodial sentences.
