A school 

needs to consider a whole range of things in making a decision like we had to make on Monday. We have to consider how many st aff  can get into 

school for the start of the day and where they travel from. We have to consider whether we have enough cover for the differen t c hildren we have 

in school and decide whether staffing ratios are sufficient to keep the children safe. We have to consider the school site an d whether we can 

make it sufficiently safe for staff and children and we have to consider the forecast. We need to consider where our families  live and accessibility 

to school and the distance families travel and whether they are able to walk to school amongst many other factors. Other loca l schools will be con-

sidering this,  bearing in mind their own set of individual circumstances, and they could be quite different to a neighbourin g school. You can see 

that it is not an easy decision, and there are probably many people, who would consider it a simple decision and it was inter est ing to hear some of 

the comments that were posted on Facebook! I did hear that some challenged the reason why we opened and made a link to me/us jus t wanting to 

look after our attendance figures. For information, snow days do not go against school/individual attendance figures but , I would hope,  that open-

ing the school, clearly demonstrates to all concerned how important we feel that learning is and how important it is for us a ll to give that ôlifeõ mes-

sage to our children that we have a responsibility to ourselves and others, regardless of minor challenges and distractions, to turn up and make the 

very best of what we have.  

I did have to smile at lunchtime because three strapping young lads from Redruth School (closed) came to our school with a wh eel barrow half full 

of snow in search of more snow! At 12.30pm all the snow on our site had melted! I do understand that some of our families who  live in more exposed 

locations, did have some very slippery conditions to deal with and found that a challenge and we understand that.  

I am aware that parking outside at the end of school is also becoming an issue. We, in school, do need to do some work with t hose members of staff 

who do that difficult shift at the end of the day so that we are all consistent and that the systems we have put in place are  re gularly monitored 

but,  all of this really does rely upon drivers to our school. Ideally,  we would want as many people to walk as possibly and  th e recent bad weather 

has seemingly had the impact of forcing more of us to use our cars. The situation has become worse, in part because of some p eople looking to ôbeat 

the systemõ. Some people are arriving before our staff arrive but this therefore does not help because they end up trying to dri ve out at the exact 

time when we wish to make it as safe as possible for our children at the end of the day. We have had some people verbally abu sing our staff and 

almost knocking them over in their determination to get into the car park! Some cars are using disabled badges when a passeng er is the person 

collecting a child. THE SOLE PURPOSE OF MAKING SOME RESTRICTIONS TO THE PREMISES AT THAT TIME,  IS TO MAKE IT SAFER FOR 

OUR CHILDREN. Please work with us, with a sy stem that is not perfect and never will be, to make the exiting from the school a safer pro-

cess.
