At this time of the year | always remember the time when a mum had had a
huge row with her boy on the first morning of SATs about the colour of his socks and the consequence was, that the boy was so upset, he refused
to come to school and when he did he was wearing one sock, was sobbing and in no fit state to sit any test that day and was e xtr emely unsettled for
the rest of the week. My advice is to be organised, be consistent in early morning routines and keep everything calm and avoi d pointless confronta-
tions.
