On Friday 8th December, we were
lucky enough to be visited by Talan
Skeels-Piggins, ex-Paralympic skier
and world champion 660cc racer. He
told us about his life and how it was
changed dramatically by a tragic mo-
tor bike accident which left him par-
alysed from the chest down. He told
us about his incredible journey; how
he had to learn to deal with what had happened to him but also
how he chose that his injuries would not stop him reaching his
goals.

Talan set himself the goal of becoming a Paralympic skier and
although he was told by many doctors and experts that he
wouldn't be able to do it, in 2010 he reached his goal and rep-
resented Great Britain in the winter Paralympics. As if that
wasn't enough, Talan then set himself the goal of being the
first person with his type of injury to ride a motorbike. Due to

his determined attitude, he has achieved great success becom-
ing the world champion in 2015. He now coaches both disabled
and able-bodied people how to ride motor bikes.

Talan talked to us about the
choices we make and that by re-
maining positive and by never
giving up, we can become the
best that we can be. It was won-
derful to hear his story. He is
the most remarkable 'try again
tortoise' we have ever met!!
