125 pupils chose to vote and the results
were as follows:

Conservatives: 11.2% of the vote

Liberal Democrats: 25.6% of the vote

Labour: 28.8% of the vote

Green Party: 34.4% of the vote

data for their statistics lesson today! Thank you
also to the Pupil Parliament and to Mr Tilley for
all of their work with this.

The PTCA have totaled up the funds raised from
the Christmas Fair — they raised a whopping
£1,648 and there is still a bit more money
coming in from the raffle ticket sales!
