(phonemes) and to write them (graphemes).
Practising segmenting and blending sounds
together to read and write simple words.
Y1 - Continue to build phonological skills to
write simple sentences with finger spaces,
full stops and a capital letter.

Maths

YR Matching and sorting by colour, shape
and size. Class routines and where do
things belong, key positional language.
Mathematical texts. Exploring new
mathematical resources and language.

Y1 - Consolidate number and place value
within 10. Use new equipment to
demonstrate understanding and complete

simple calculation within 10 (addition and
subtraction).
