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Dear Parents and Carers,

It was very sad that Bumble Bees nursery had to close at the end of the Summer term, however, it has left
us with an available building (Bumble Bees rented the premises from the school). One idea we have is that
we could run a before and after school club in the building. This would be a wrap-around care facility that
parents could pay for. I have staff in the school who are willing to trial a breakfast club if there is sufficient
interest. To date we have had four parents say that this facility is something they would like to have which is
not enough to make it viable. Please, please come and speak to us at the office if you think that
you would make use of a long-term facility that allowed you to drop you children earlier than
8:45 and collect them later, even if you would not be able to join in with the trial. Initially we are
thinking of an 8:00am start, but this might be able to be extended earlier than that. Finish times would be
dependent on who we were able to get to run it, but it is not uncommon to have after school provision run
‘till 5pm or even 6pm. We would work with whichever provider to keep the cost to parents as low as
possible. If we don’t have enough interest, we won't run a trial and will look for another use for
the building. Expressing interest does not mean that you have to commit to anything.
