At the end of the workshop, students received a cer-

tificate.  

KS5 students worked on the same topic but they preferred to open a business. They opened a coffee 

shop! Students were able to set up the tables, setting the price for food, taking orders, working with 

money, cleaning  and at the end they  enjoyed eating a variety of ingredients like scones with clotted 

cream and jam, satsumas, bananas, raisins, juice, tea, coffee and hot chocolate. Students loved the 

idea of working in a coffee shop.
