Over the summer a lot of building work has taken place. The

admin office has now moved to the front of the school and is fully ,’@} B:rl::rn:s;n A
up and running. This has greatly improved the safety and ) ¢

security at the front of the school. Behind the admin office we

now have our library and reading book area, medical room and

a multi-use classroom where the old admin office was.

We now have new offices and intervention rooms in the corridor linking the old part of the building
with the Burt Paul block. The old windows which were in the corridor have also been replaced.

The old head/deputy office is still being converted and, once complete, will become China
Classroom. The old KS1 toilets are also still being worked on to provide new toilet facilities for the
younger children.

Later in the term, we will also see the exterior walls of the old part of the school being worked on
and the KS2 toilets being updated.

Because of the building work, the playground outside of Y3/4 will remain closed until further notice.
Uniform:

will complete a quiz in school. Later this term, we will hold a parents information session to

explain to you in more detail how the scheme works.
