	Presenter 1
	I don’t know. Will you please be quiet and don’t let him hear you…

	Presenter 4
	No doubt he’ll ask you to convert it to a fraction and a decimal as well.

	Well I can’t do that! I must have been absent for that lesson…

	Presenter 3
	That’s because you were too busy playing Fortnight during Mr H’s online Teams lessons! (Leads character off stage). Don’t think we didn’t know what you were doing…

	Presenter 2
	Sorry about our technical issues folks, now what were we saying? 

	Presenter 1
	Oh yes. In tonight’s live show, the children in year 6 have been split up into two groups. Each group must complete a series of challenges to earn themselves stars. 

	Presenter 4
	The group at the end of the show with the most stars will be freed from the jungle and be sent on their way to secondary school.  

	Presenter 1
	This year’s group really are a competitive bunch though aren’t they! I bet Mrs Lloyd, Mrs Morford, Mrs Spring and the rest of the mealtime assistants can’t wait to get rid of this lot after all their antics at lunchtimes over the years…
SONG: Bad Guys

	Presenter 3
	We cross live now to the forest school area of Dobwalls field. Let’s see how they’re getting on in the camp and set them some challenges! 
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Wow, I can’t believe they’ve stuck us together with you lot! (Points at opposite group). 

Likewise! Still, you don’t need to worry – our group is totally awesome so you should feel privileged to be here with us! 

(Camp mate in group burns finger on fire. Another camp mate cuts finger whilst whittling. Another child falls into a pond.)

Blimey, this is nearly as dangerous as one of Mr Jones’ Wild Tribe lessons! How many children got sent to A&E last year?

Only one or two I think…

Anyways, all the scars and battle wounds are just memories of the fantastic times we’ve had here at Dobwalls. (Group holds up hands with missing fingers). It’s a good job we’ve had teachers like Mrs Boulton to stitch us back together when we’re hurt and to listen to our worries isn’t it…

Enough of the soppiness, our first challenge is here… (Pupil dressed in black sneaks onto stage to drop off the chest with the task inside.)

(Goes to touch the chest.) WHOLE GROUP: Don’t forget to sanitise! Oh yeah, silly me. 
(Reads note in chest.) “Children of Dobwalls. Your first challenge is to settle the long-standing lunchtime football match rivalry once and for all. With the scores currently tied, you will have a penalty shootout to decide the overall winners for the year-”

(Cuts in.) Well, it’s a good job we don’t have Rashford, Sancho or Saka on our team then… (Child starts crying, partner puts arm around their shoulder.)

It’s okay, there’s always the world cup next year. In Southgate we trust!

*Reads Sports Manager speech.*

(Scene cuts to Mr Jones, dressed in running kit. He is frantically running on the spot whilst the group are sat on the floor.)

Right everyone, I’m currently training for a very important race. I’m just about to do my tenth ‘Daily Mile’ of the day and have a workout to film for my YouTube channel at lunchtime. Hashtag, PE with Mr J! Hashtag, masked Skippers! You’ve got free time for the rest of the afternoon. If you have any problems, Mrs B is inside…

Oh great, we’re screwed…

(Short sketch. One player from each team steps forward. First player does a Rashford style runup and misses. Second player steps up and scores. Team cheers.)

Well done, Team 1, you have earnt the first star this evening! We’ll be back shortly to tell you the next challenge you must complete…

(Back in camp.) Wow! You guys were actually really good and deserved winners. 

So were you, hard luck on your defeat. That’s the beauty of sport, hey. Sometimes you win, sometimes your loose… 

Argh, I’m hungry.

Here you go. (Passes them a saucepan.) 

Is. That. It? Blimey, these portion sizes are nearly as small as the school dinners in school! (Goes to eat food.) 

STOP! Make sure you sanitise your hands, wipe the surfaces and sit at 2 metres from anyone else. Plus, try and talk using inward breaths, this helps stop the spread of COVI-

Don’t say the dreaded ‘C’ word – aka the ‘disease-that-must-not-be-named’. 

Blimey, you sounded like Miss Stephenson with that Harry Potter reference… 

(Pupil dressed in black drops next chest onto stage.)

(Goes to touch the chest.) WHOLE GROUP: SANITISE!  

(Reads note in chest.) “Children of Dobwalls, your second challenge is to show off a very special talent Dobwalls has taught you – skipping. You must nominate people from your team to show the audience your best skipping moves. The best team will win the second star for their team. Good luck contestants.”

(Contestants from each team step forward – ‘dance off’ style skipping scene with music playing in the background. Each group shows 2/3 moves.)

In a fiercely contested battle, I can confirm that the second star will be awarded to…TEAM 2! (Cheers.) See you soon for challenge 3 of the show!

It pains me to say this, but you were quite good actually. 

You weren’t too bad yourselves. In fact, if we put all our talents together, we’d be a pretty formidable force wouldn’t we?

I agree. Wow, Lexie what is wrong with your hair? It looks like you’ve been dragged through a bush backwards!

I’m struggling alright. Here in the Jungle we aren’t allowed a hairbrush, shampoo, makeup, nail varnish… I even missed last night’s Love Island! (Starts to sob.)

You know what, this reminds me of that April fools day prank Mr H played on us.

Q: What vegetables do librarians like? A: Quiet peas.
The past, the present, and the future walked into a bar. It was tense.
Q: Why didn't the Sun go to university? A: Because it already had a million degrees!
Q: How did Miss Orchard get locked in the classroom? A: Her keys were inside the piano!
Q: What happened to the plant in Mr H’s Maths lesson? A: It grew square roots.
Q: Why couldn’t Barry the taxidermy badger go to Mr Davies dinner party? A: He was already stuffed. 
Q: Why did the cross-eyed teacher who came to interview not get the job? A: Because she couldn't control her pupils.

On that note, we’ll move swiftly on with the show! Well, there are certainly some funny characters in the class this year, that’s for sure. 
That said, we can now confirm that the winning Team in challenge 3 is…TEAM 2! (Cheers!)

That’s 2-1 to us, we’re surely going to win now.
