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This half term we will be following the topic of ‘working together’.


In this unit the children will learn to identify their own strengths and skills as well as those of others. Then they will work towards developing new skills to support their ability to work with others.








ICT


This half term the children will be developing their understanding of how data bases work. 


Following this they will be using statistics from our topic work to create their own data base.





Art & DT


This half term the children will be creating a replica mask for a plague doctor. This will include the design and construction of the mask as well as evaluating their work.


The children will also have to think about the different materials that they could use.





RE


This half term we will be continue to follow the ‘Understanding Christianity’ scheme of work, with a specific focus on ‘What kind of King is Jesus?’


We will be looking at key stories from the bible.





Mathematics


In year 5 the main focus will be on understanding number, knowledge of times table facts and applying these to problem solving and fractions.





In year 6 the main focus of the next half term will be fractions. This will include, simplifying, comparing, ordering, adding and subtracting and finally multiplying and dividing.





PE – Team games





This term we will be developing and practising those skills needed to be a valued member of a team.


We will focus on the different methods of passing a ball, positional play and support in an attacking context.


For defensive play we will be developing the skills of reading the game to support positional play. 





History & Geography


We will be comparing the ‘Black Death’ and bubonic plague and how the differing social and medical aspects of the time contributed to the spread and mortality rate of each epidemic.





English – The Invention of Hugo Cabret





We will be focusing on this novel which looks at invention and enterprise, as well as supporting the children with their geographical knowledge.


We will be writing diary entries, reports, newspapers and letters.


We will also be learning or revising many of the key grammar requirements from years 5 & 6.
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
