National Curriculum Expectations

By the time children reach year 3, they should be able to apply their knowledge of
phonics to new words and they should be reading fluently. They should also be able
to discuss books which they have read and be familiar with a range of different
stories, including traditional tales.

Throughout year 3 and year 4, children will become
more familiar with different types of texts, such

as poetry, plays and reference books. They

will begin to draw inferences and make

predictions about what they think is
going to happen next.

It is important to remember that not all
children learn at the same speed. Some
children may find certain areas of
comprehension trickier than others.

The most important aspect to
develop is an enjoyment of reading.

By the time they leave year 4, children are expected to:

increase their familiarity with a wide range of texts, including
fairy stories, myths and legends;

retrieve and record information from non-fiction texts:

draw inferences about a character’s thoughts, feelings or
motives using evidence from the text;

By the time they leave year 4, children are expected to:

make predictions about what might happen from details stated
or implied;

participate in discussions about books that are read to them and
those they can read for themselves;

ask questions to improve their understanding of a text.
