Why is this?

· Singing nursery rhymes can really help children to notice different sounds in letters and words – this is important when they start to read and ‘build up’ words.

· Doing the actions to rhymes can help build and strengthen the connections to the brain needed before children can begin learning to read or write.
· Rhymes have a beat and a rhythm to them. If your child can keep a steady beat and move to rhythm then it is likely that they will find learning easier.
· Remembering rhymes will help your child’s memory and their speaking and listening skills. These are all needed by successful learners.
