	Spiritual 
	The spiritual development of pupils is shown by their: 
· ability to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values
· sense of enjoyment and fascination in learning about themselves, others and the world around them
· use of imagination and creativity in their learning
· willingness to reflect on their experiences.

	Regular school worship.
Worship carried out by a range of religious leaders from local religious bases. 
Worship centred around school values, using a range of topics and stimuli to enthuse pupils, including nature, current news, etc. awe and wonder worship focus. 
Visitors used to enhance teaching of curriculum and allow opportunities for learning to be made ‘real’ for the pupils. 
Pupils given opportunities to plan their learning and investigate questions they would like answered. 
Reflection spaces and activities regularly set up in school and accessible for all pupils. 
Reflection used as a tool in behaviour policy. 
	Pupils are keen to learn about others and their beliefs and way of life and show respect for others. (Email from Daya who visted Year 5 and 6 to teach them about Sikhism - Just wanted to thank you and all the staff and the wonderful children
for making me feel so welcome at your lovely school!  I had a brilliant
day and the children were a pleasure to work with - well behaved,
respectful and eager to learn! )
Pupils show great interest and reflective thinking during awe and wonder worship. 
Pupils took part in values based challenges – acts of kindness, etc. Some pupils were inspired to research their own ideas and set them up in school. 


	Moral
	The moral development of pupils is shown by their:
· ability to recognise the difference between right and wrong and to readily apply this understanding in their own lives, recognise legal boundaries and, in so doing, respect the civil and criminal law of England 
· understanding of the consequences of their behaviour and actions
· interest in investigating and offering reasoned views about moral and ethical issues and ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.
	British values is explicitly taught and referred to throughout the year. 
Each class has a British values display. 
PSHE and worship refer to behaviours and the impact our choices may have on us and others. 
Behaviour policy was reviewed with input from pupils, through the school council. 
Reflection activities, worship, RE and PSHE lessons encourage pupils to think about others views as well as their own, acknowledging how people may think differently and why compromise may be necessary. 
Specific focuses on behaviour for learning raises profile with pupils. Relaunched with new Maths approach. 
Reflection tool used to encourage pupils to consider impact of their actions. 
	Pupils have been commended for their behaviour on several trips out of school as well as by visitors to the school. 
Consistent use of these rules allows pupils and staff to reflect upon actions, behaviours and consequences. This has led to an improvement in behaviour in all areas this year. 
Lesson observations show consistent use of behaviour policy. 



	Social 
	The social development of pupils is shown by their:
· use of a range of social skills in different contexts, for example working and socialising with other pupils, including those from different religious, ethnic and socio-economic backgrounds
· willingness to participate in a variety of communities and social settings, including by volunteering, cooperating well with others and being able to resolve conflicts effectively
· acceptance and engagement with the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs; they develop and demonstrate skills and attitudes that will allow them to participate fully in and contribute positively to life in modern Britain.
	MAT events provide pupils with an opportunity to meet pupils from similar and different settings and backgrounds. 
Events at school provide pupils with opportunities to socialise with their peers and adults from different backgrounds, etc. 
Strong links with the local secondary school provide several opportunities through the year for all pupils to work with pupils from CSIA on a range of activities. 
On occasions pupils are mixed across the school for Dazzle Day learning/ challenge days to work with pupils from other classes and year groups and other adults in the school. 
School groups attend a range of outside events – choir performances, sports tournaments, Trevithick Day, etc. 
School OWLS promote working with others. Lessons are used across the curriculum to develop collaborative working.  
Sports Leaders organise structured play for younger pupils and peers. 
Year 6 pupils carry out tours of the school. 
British values launch day held in Autumn term. Values referred to and taught throughout year across the curriculum. 
Established school council are voted in and used to represent the pupils ideas. 
	Pupils can reflect upon times when they have worked collaboratively and how this helps them to learn more effectively.
Pupils have a good knowledge of the secondary schools on offer to them – aids with transition. 
Careers fair gave opportunity for Year 5 and 6 to meet and question professionals about their jobs and education/ career paths. Excellent feedback from all volunteers who attended on the behaviour, attitude and preparation from the pupils. See letters/ emails. 
School events outside of school day always attended by pupils and staff. Positive feedback from parents and carers. (See FB page.) 
Pupils engaged and involved in decisions that affect the school and them as a student body. 

	Cultural
	The cultural development of pupils is shown by their: 
· understanding and appreciation of the wide range of cultural influences that have shaped their own heritage and those of others
· understanding and appreciation of the range of different cultures within school and further afield as an essential element of their preparation for life in modern Britain
· knowledge of Britain’s democratic parliamentary system and its central role in shaping our history and values, and in continuing to develop Britain
· willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical, sporting and cultural opportunities
· interest in exploring, improving understanding of and showing respect for different faiths and cultural diversity and the extent to which they understand, accept, respect and celebrate diversity, as shown by their tolerance and attitudes towards different religious, ethnic and socio-economic groups in the local, national and global communities.
	Year 6 trip to London. 
RE curriculum covers range of religions and PSHE lessons consider different life choices people make. 
Broad and balanced curriculum ensures pupils are offered a range of sporting, musical and artistic opportunities across Dazzle days, class topics and for homework. 
Year 5 and 6 pupils signposted to CSIA Super Saturday workshops and NEXUS STEM provision. 
Worship time used to highlight diverse groups of people, issues from around the world, current news, etc.
Stereotypes are challenged by staff. 
Range of visitors, coaches, etc utilised by school to offer opportunities for pupils to engage in a range of activities. 
	A range of workshops are attended by our pupils. Year 6 pupils have applied for NEXUS STEM program. 
Pupils can reflect on how their lives may differ from other groups of people and can show empathy through discussions. 
Initiatives and fundraising events, such as the Christmas shoebox appeal, are always well supported.
Local artist visits each year so that all year groups leave an ‘Art legacy’ when they leave us in year 6.
