	Theme: Drawing
	Idea for final outcome


	To draw a face from ‘Where the Wild Things Are’ to show facial expression and movement.


	Mastering techniques
	To draw a character from ‘Where the Wild things are’ based on the artist Maurice Sendak. Children will take photographs of each other pulling funny faces to practice sketching.

	Can they show facial expressions in their drawing?
Can they use their sketches to produce a final piece of work?
Can they write an explanation of their sketch in notes?
Can they use different grades of pencil shade, to show different tones and texture?

	Progress 
	Drawing
	Drawing activities to show different tones and textures such as, vertical, horizontal lines, squiggles, cross hatch.
Show children video of pencil techniques

	Developing Preliminary Ideas (including the use of sketch book with guidelines)
	Children will sketch the design in their sketch books.
	Look at photographs they have taken to see how different faces show us different images.

	Taking Inspiration from the Greats (classic and modern)
	Work will be based on the illustrator Maurice Sendak. Children will also be shown other artists who concentrate on facial expressions
	We will watch the film ‘Where the Wild Things Are’ and focus on facial expressions.
We will look at other work drawn by Maurice Sendak.

	Evaluate 
	Give examples of how your children responded to the starting points and ideas shown during the preliminary work?
	“If you use 6b the pencil is darker”
“I am going to use 2b because I want it lighter”
“Make sure you keep the points sharp like teeth when you are doing zig zags otherwise it just looks like waves.”
“If you press really hard on a h pencil it will not go black.”
“If you put a piece paper over your work it will stop the rest of your drawing from smudging.”
“4B is good for cross hatching as its not too dark.”


	Are you planning on working in partnership with anyone?

The children will be inspired from Staff who recently attended a course on drawing by local artist and children’s illustrator Shelagh McNicholas. A variety of artists will be discussed and how they all use movement in different ways, not just people moving. 

	How did they collect visual information?
	We watched the video, read the book and watched videos on how to draw the characters.

	
	How well you feel the class mastered the age related techniques specified?
	Breaking it down step to step deeinately improved the final drawing. They quickly understood how different pencils gave different shades and tones.

	
	Can you give examples of what they described about or liked in the work of the artist studied?
	They enjoyed putting the eyeball in a different place to show where the creature was looking. Using eyebrows they could tell whether a person was happy, sad, cross etc.

The children liked looking through the books to see how the facial expressions of the creatures changed throughout the story.

	
	How did they critically evaluate their own work and that of others? What were their observations?
	They reflected on their work very well. Observations such as talking about how the eyes and shape of their mouth affected the facial expressions of the creature were well thought out.
A couple of children talked about the vines hanging down and how this would be better if they were bendy as if blowing in the wind.
We talked about how the position of the feet created the feeling of moving as one foot was sticking out at more of an angle to create the swinging movement.

	Teacher evaluations
At first we were going to concentrate just on the faces of the creatures however the emphasis on movement was not strong enough so therefore, at the suggestion of the children, we added the body and the trees, vines etc to ensure the  movement element was clearer.
Would remind the children are having a piece of paper towel handy so that when they are drawing certain parts their hands are not rubbing and smudging the work.
Overall a very enjoyable project which I know inspired the children as I was brought many of the pieces they had been trying at home!
