SEN assessment and analysis of progress:
Oak Green school use Target tracker to support assessing children in line with the government use of ‘Assessing Without Levels’ (AWOL). Target tracker analyses the band the children have been assessed at to provide progress points. Year groups from Y2 to Y6 are expected to make 6 points progress per year and Y1 and EYFS are expected to make 5 points progress per year. Oak Green use a paper scheme for assessments in Maths, Reading and SPaG and teacher assessment for writing. Assessments are carried out every term. These learning reviews are used to support teacher assessment to assess whether children are working at age related expectations and whether they are making expected progress towards getting ARE at the end of each year or KS.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Currently running interventions:
Interventions try to be fitted in and around lesson time (i.e. assembly, guided reading).  A number of interventions are currently running at Oak Green, to support children identified as having SEND. These interventions are regularly reviewed to check for accuracy of carrying them out and suitability for the needs of the child.
Individual Provision Maps (IMPs):
Each child identified as having SEND has an IPM, this informs all teaching staff what difficulties the child has, and what provisions are set in place to support them.  This plan varies from child to child for how much detail is in it. These IPMs are shared with any adult that works with the child so that they know how best to support them within the classroom or with the interventions they help to carry out. 
The IPMs are shared with parents and the child to ensure they know what support is being given to help them access the curriculum and wider school activities.  The IPMs are reviewed at the end of every half term, to see if outcomes have been met, which interventions have worked, and which have not.  This provides information for setting future outcomes and provisions/interventions.  They are not static, and change on a term by term basis, thus children will not necessarily remain on the SEND register; the IPMs are dynamic to their changing needs. 
There are some children who have more specific needs and whose support given exceeds that of the amount allocated to the school’s budget for each child identified as having SEND (6000). While the school considers whether an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) is needed a funding set up by Bucks County SEND team is able to be accessed (Higher Needs Block Funding – HBNF). Children are able to access this fund for up to 2 terms, which gives the school time to decide whether an EHCP is needed or not. If it is felt that a child’s needs cannot be met through school allocated hours and funding the school will apply to the county SEN team for an EHCP assessment.
