Spring 16 Governor Report Class 2

Governors visit spring term 2016 focus on writing. Joined class 2 English lesson, they were using language and imagination to create a short story. Session began with children identifying missing punctuation from sentences on the board and showing their answers on their punctuation fans. They were reminded to use capital letters and full stops and to check that their writing made sense, to use conjunctions to extend their writing and adjectives to make it more interesting. The central part of the lesson was facilitated using box clever whereby the parts of a story where chosen by the children from a range of envelopes and a story was invented by the group using the pictures to give them ideas. The result was a very funny story about an alien who was unable to visit a neighbouring planet because of a nasty sickness bug. Great imagination from class 2! The children then had to write their own version of the story using clicker 6. 

While on my visit I was able to look through English workbooks and see the amazing progress made by all of the children. Progress was particularly evident when the "green sheets" were compared. These are written, skills task sheets completed weekly independently by each student. I could see a huge improvement in the legibility form and neatness of all of the children's writing, the letters were more consistently the same size and facing the right way. Children were increasingly able to join short sentences together to make longer ones and were adding interest and depth to their sentences by use of descriptive words.

I was impressed by the way in which Miss MacGregor, Mrs Forshaw and Mrs Nicholls worked with the children in small groups. They encouraged each child in slightly different ways depending on individual skills, strengths and needs. The group as a whole worked well together in sharing their stories and giving positive feedback to the story teller.
