Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional Development (PSED)


Self-confidence and self-awareness: We are learning that it is ok to be different and to like different things. We will be celebrating our differences. 


Managing feelings and behaviour: We will be playing a lot of turn taking games in small groups. We will be learning to share resources and wait patiently. We will think about how to be a good friend as part of our Anti-bullying week work. 


Making relationships:  We are building relationships across the setting. We will be encouraging the children to play and work with new people. Adults will be playing an active part in role play to encourage participation and involvement.  We will focus on helping the children to develop new relationships as they engage in small world play, role play and shared activities.








Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


Moving and handling: We will be continuing to work on the development of a triangular grip and our daily finger gym workouts will strengthen our muscles ready for writing. We will be exploring different ways of travelling as we trail Red Riding Hood, escape from the oven as ginger bread people and navigate bridges and ladders as hungry billy goats.


Health and self-care: In our PSHE lessons we will be talking about healthy breakfasts and lunches. We will be learning about people who help to keep us safe at school and in the community. 

















Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL)


Listening and attention: We will be listening to, retelling and trying to remember traditional tales. We will be playing lots of listening and attention games in our phonics and circle times. We will be learning to discriminate between initial sounds and we will learn to orally blend and segment words too. 


Understanding: We will be developing our understanding of concepts such as height and weight when we order bears by size and cook our own gingerbread people. We will be developing our skills in answering questions that are prefixed by who, where, why and how.


Speaking: We are working on developing our expressive language this term. We will be using our senses to describe how things feel, smell, taste and look as we taste porridge, create troll models, listen to firework sounds and feel what objects are hiding in Red Riding Hood’s basket. We will be trying to extend our vocabulary and make more exciting word choices. 





Specific Area: Literacy


Reading: Each week we take a focus story and tell it in lots of different ways. We will be reading books, acting, using puppets and small world models to internalise Goldilocks and the Three Bears, Little Red Riding Hood, The Three Billy Goats Gruff, The Ugly Duckling, The Three Little Pigs and The Christmas Story.


Writing opportunities: We are busy learning how to write our names and CVC words. This term will see us writing recipes for porridge, labelling maps for Red Riding Hood, describing a troll, and creating speech bubbles for the Gingerbread Man. We will also have lots of opportunities to write in the context of our role play. 





Specific Area: Mathematics (M)


Number: We will be counting 1 more and 1 less and finding out what happens if we combine two groups of objects. We will be learning to recognise our target numerals on sight and we’ll be developing our accuracy in counting irregular arrangements of objects. In addition to our focussed group work we have several dedicated number sessions every week.


Shape, Space, Measures: We will be exploring the concepts of taller and shorter when we look at the three bears and we’ll compare weights when we cook our own gingerbread people. We will be looking at 3D shapes as we build houses for the Three Little Pigs. We will also be talking about time and learning the o’clock times.








Specific Area: Expressive Arts and Design (EAD)


Exploring and using media/materials: We will be making our own troll masks and we will be printing with fruit and vegetables found in Red Riding Hood’s basket. We will use clay to make our own porridge bowls and we will create wax resist pictures for The Ugly Duckling.


Being imaginative: We will be engaging in role play linked fairy tales. There will be fairy tale shops, the Three bears Cottage and troll dens to explore.
