44 There’s always a rise in the number of bugs and iliness at the start of term, and this year for obvious
k reasons, there has been a heightened awareness of when our children feel unwell, though in most
3 cases this will not be coronavirus (COVID-19).

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However, coronavirus has not gone away so you can't rule it out, especially as children and young
people experience much milder symptoms of the virus than adults.
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< We've created some useful resources to help you identify the symptoms of coronavirus compared to
a cold or seasonal flu and what action you need to take if your child or anyone in your household de-
velops symptoms of coronavirus. You can find them on our website.
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It's extremely important that anyone with coronavirus symptoms stays at home and gets tested to
3 avoid the risk of spreading the virus to others, including the more vulnerable in our communities.

X That means if your child, or anyone in your household, has any of the symptoms of coronavirus, no
matter how mild, you must keep your child off school and self-isolate your whole household while the
person with symptoms gets tested and waits for the results. Just the person with symptoms needs to
get tested. If you don't have symptoms, you don't need to get tested unless you are asked to by a
health professional, but you do need to self-isolate until your household member gets their results.
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
