It has been brought to our attention that some of our 
children in school are aware of, and have been talking 
about videos and communications relating to a social 
media and internet challenge called òMomo Challengeó. 
This challenge is very worrying as it shows an image 
designed to frighten children and uses media such as 
Whatõs App to send messages encouraging children to 
become involved in harmful behaviours.  

It has been evidenced nationally that discussing the 
challenge directly with young children has actually 
resulted in a spike of children then attempting to 
access information on the challenge, we are therefore 
requesting that parents are aware themselves of the 
risks and are vigilant of what their children are 
accessing when using IT at home.  

Please be clear with your children what they should do 
if something scary or inappropriate appears on their 
screen and how important it is not to click on unknown 
links and to always inform an adult if they are at all 
worried by anything they see online.
