Phonics – This week, the children can practise the ‘u_e’ split digraph (two letters that make one sound, but split in the middle by a consonant).

Day 2 – Complete the ‘u_e’ real and nonsense words sheet.

Maths:

Each day, there is a video for the children to watch and an activity to complete.
Writing:
For their Literacy this week, I would like the children to choose any book that they have read before, either at school or at home. (If you have not already completed the Book Cover challenge on our Dojo page, now might be a perfect time for some family fun. Remember to send me the photos of the original book cover and your version of it, and I can then share it with the other children, who I am sure will be delighted to see all of their friends!) I would then like them to complete a book review to add to the book review section of the website. If you would like to use your own template or present it in a completely different way, that is absolutely fine! You may even wish to record a video!

Science: We are starting a new topic of Plants this week, focusing on plant growth and plant lifecycles. Please follow this link to BBC Bitesize learning videos. https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zpxnyrd
Ask your child to make their own ‘plants’ booklet, create different pages to accompany the learning videos e.g ‘what do plants need to grow’ etc Watch this You tube video of an episode of Come Outside called ‘dandelions’

and complete the plants and flowers hunt sheet.
Art: Use the plant and flower hunt sheet to identify any plants and flowers in your garden or on one of your daily exercise walks. If you are able to, collect some flowers to do some detailed observational sketches. I would love to see the results! 
Another art challenge is to make your own special pebble garden, perhaps showing your support for the NHS, or just to brighten up your garden!
