	Survival shelter

Imagine you are lost in the wilderness and need to build a shelter to protect you from a gathering storm. Can you create a waterproof shelter to weather the storm? You could you rope, sticks, branches, leaves and plastic/tarpaulin. Test your shelter with a watering can. Take a photograph of your shelter and email it to your teacher.






	Stick build challenge

What can you build with sticks? Let you imagination run wild – the structure might be small or tall, sparse or detailed, one idea or a collaboration. Remember to take a photo of your creation and email it to your teacher.

	Symmetry in nature

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	Shadow art

Take art outside on a sunny day and create a portrait using your shadow. Stand in a sunny spot and ask a family member to draw around the shadow of your head. One the outline is draw, use natural material to recreate your features. Can you create a gallery of family members? Guess which portrait shows which person. 
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	Fire and Marshmallows

Using a fire pit, light a fire and toast marshmallows
*Remember an adult will need to light the fire pit at a safe distance and supervise the fire at all times. Cover basic fire safety before settling down to enjoy your treat!
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	Obstacle course

[image: ]Build an obstacle course in your garden. Can you use some toys or equipment to make your course a challenge?

	Mystical Music

Make instruments or wind chimes from objects that you find outside. Hang them somewhere suitable and listen to the music they produce in the wind.
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	Planting

Plant some seeds/flowers and watch them sprout! A few simple supplies to get started such as some multi-purpose compost, a plant pot, plastic cup or old yoghurt pot, sprinkle the seeds and cover with compost. Remember to ensure that you take responsibility for making sure the seeds/plant has enough water and sunlight too.
Challenge: Observe what happens to the seed/plant each day. You could take photos, measure the height to record in a graph, draw pictures or write an update.
