Supp. Fig. 1. Body weight gain and food intake. 

A: Daily evolution of body weight (g) 4 days before and 15 days after food challenge (0). Black dots represent data for the group fed with low fat diet (LFD) and white dots data for high fat diet (HFD)-fed animals. The bar graph (inset) represents the accumulated weight gain during the 15-day feeding period. B: Daily evolution of food intake (Kcal) in the same time-period. Black dots represent the group fed with LFD and white dots HFD-fed animals. The bar graph (inset) represents the accumulated intake (Kcal) during the 15-day feeding period. For A and B, values are represented as mean ± SEM and data were analyzed by repeated measures two-way ANOVA. *, ** and *** means significant differences with p<0.05, p<0.01 and p<0.001, respectively. 
Supp. Fig. 2. LPS administration effects on body weight gain and food intake.

A: Body weight gain (g) after 24 h of vehicle (VEH, black) and lipopolysaccharide (LPS, white) administration to low fat diet (LFD) and high fat diet (HFD)-fed animals. Values are expressed as mean + SEM and analyzed by one-factor ANOVA followed by Bonferroni post hoc test. ***p<0.001 between LFD/VEH and LFD/LPS and between HFD/VEH and HFD/LPS. 

B: Food intake (Kcal) after 24 h of LPS vehicle (black bar) and LPS (white bar) administration. Values are represented as mean + SEM and analyzed by one-factor ANOVA followed by Bonferroni post hoc test. **p<0.01 between LFD/VEH and LFD/LPS and between HFD/VEH and HFD/LPS.
