Recurrent retinal detachment despite encircling buckling procedure. History of perforation years before. Myopic aphakic eye. Obturing corneal scar. 

At introduction of the probe, the anterior vitreous base appears hazy. Some bleeding is perceptible in the area of the temporal ciliary body. Once the hazy anterior vitreous has been removed, incarceration of stiff gel strands inside the ciliary epithelium is obviated in this area. Endoscopic dissection demonstrates that the gel strands are neovascularized, that they exert traction over the pars plicata, and have generated an anterior avulsion of the ciliary epithelium and of the anterior retina. At the end of the dissections under high magnification that have induced three small retinal injuries, the retinal tissue is unrolled, the retina is flattened, and endolaser is performed around them (the laser beam is integrated inside the endoscope).
