Why is it important to try to procure an arrest or search warrant?
Guidelines: A properly procured warrant protects an officer against civil and criminal liabilities. The Constitution establishes warrants as the “rule.” Warrantless searches and seizures are exceptions. 

What does the use of force or coercion do to consents and waiver?
Guidelines: Coercion and force remove the freedom and voluntariness from consent. A forced waiver is not a waiver. 

Why can citizens file criminal charges and civil suits against officers?
Guidelines: Civil and criminal liabilities ensure that officers will not wantonly violate individual rights. Without these liabilities police would theoretically be free to use whatever tactics, no matter how inhumane or barbarous, that they choose.
