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Practice task 1: Review of resources and gender

Neither let us stray away to consider what are the varying duties which have to be done by men and women when mature life is reached. Let us look at life as a whole, let us realize we are training ‘human beings’…How then shall we best contribute to the good of the world? Is it by thinking of and treating our children as ‘boys’ and ‘girls’ or by never failing to look at them as characters?”
