Practice Task 1: A resource for the initial Parent/Key Person discussion 
When first meeting with parents, it is important to have as open a discussion as possible in which the educator listens and learns as well as gives information. Below are some helpful questions to use as prompts in addition to all the questions you would ask to find out about feeding/sleeping/changing etc.
· Because you are the person/people who knows your child best, can you tell us a bit about them? 
· What do they like to do? 
· How does your child react to new people and situations?
· Do you or your child already know parents and children at the nursery?
· Do they have a special toy or comforter?
· What do you expect they will like about nursery? 
· What may they find more difficult? 
· Which words or phrases will we find useful to understand and use?
· Which books or songs does your child enjoy?
· Is there anything else you feel we should know in order to help your child be happy and learn in nursery?
· Is there anything else you need to know about how we work, that would help you and your child feel comfortable in the nursery?
