Observe a child:
· Painting on paper on the floor
· Painting with water on a wall
· Playing with sticks in the sand
· Using charcoal on paper on a table
· Using chalk on walls and other surfaces outdoors
· Using felt pens 
What do you think they might discover about mark making in these different experiences?
You may have included ideas such as:
· How liquids and solids behave differently
· Marks disappear as water evaporates
· Paints run down on an angled surface but not on a flat one
· Sticks leave a mark in the sand but not on paper
· Charcoal doesn’t leave a mark on sand but on paper it leaves a smudgy mark
· Chalk and felt tips come in different colours – charcoal is always black
